NIMOS is a modular, lightweight, Helmet Mounted Display 
(HMD) integrated with a low light level digital TV for soldier 
night mobility. NIMOS can receive and display the ASPIS 
Rifle Sight InfraRed (IR) or TV video channels by wireless 
data link for ‘shooting around the corner’ capability.

NIMOS can also be integrated with the C2/ C4i systems to 
directly display digital maps, coded messages and alarms, 
providing snapshots shared with C2/ C4i
